EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
 

The site is located at western terminus of Upland Drive in the Montville Lakes subdivision.  
The proposed subdivision will include 20 sublots on a private permanent cul-de-sac street.  
The site will be served by central water and sewer. 
 
Recommendation: APPROVAL WITH MODIFICATION 
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History: The Concept Plan was reviewed in May 
of 2021. 
Site Conditions: The site is currently 
undeveloped.  The site has rolling topography 
throughout with steeper areas associated with 
streams on the west and east of the site.  There is 
a large pond on the southwest of the site. 
 
Zoning: Montville Lakes was developed as a 
conditional use Planned Unit Development 
(PUD).  A Conditional Zoning Certificate was 
issued by the Township Board of Zoning Appeals 
on October 1, 2001.

 MCSE’s existing sanitary sewer and water mains on Upland Ridge Dr. are available to 

provide sanitary sewer and water service to this parcel. 
 The sanitary sewer force main providing service to these units will be considered 

PRIVATE and will be owned and maintained by the owner/HOA.  The owner will be 
required to submit an application to the Ohio EPA in order to obtain a sanitary sewer 
permit-to-install. 

 The water main providing service to these units will be considered a public water main 
and will be owned and maintained by MCSE. 

 Detailed engineering plans at time of construction must meet current Rules & 
Regulations for water and sanitary sewer per the Sanitary Engineer’s Office. 

 
Department of Planning Services (DPS) Comments: 
1. The following data/information was not provided on or with the Preliminary Plan submittal 

as outlined in Article IV Section (§) C of the Subdivision Regulations: 
a. § (2)b.8.  Existing structures, buildings, and drainage structures, bicycle paths, 

bicycle lanes, pedestrian walkways, and greenways.  Show existing cart path. 
b. § (2)c.1.  All land within a proposed subdivision, exclusive of dedicated roads, 

shall be designated as either a Sublot or a Block.  … Blocks shall be designated 
with a letter and in alphabetical order throughout the subdivision and phases 
thereof.  Blocks intended to remain unbuildable or developed under the respective 
governmental entity’s definition of “Open Space” shall be further designated as 
“Open Space.” 

c. § (2)c.8.  For sites reserved for public use or common use of property owners, for 
parks, playgrounds, or other uses, a description of any proposed covenants, 
conditions and restrictions must be submitted with the Preliminary Plan. 

d. § (2)c.18.  Wetlands –The developer shall contact in writing the applicable U.S. 
Army Corp of Engineers District Office regarding the proposed subdivision, and 
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shall submit such correspondence to the Medina County Planning Commission as 
a condition of Preliminary Plan approval.   

e. § (2)d.4.  All related watershed boundaries, indicating in which watershed the 
subdivision is located, and all known underground drainage tile systems. This 
may be presented as a map insert on the same page. 

f. § (2)d.7.  A copy of the Developers Notice of Intent to obtain an Ohio E.P.A. 
stormwater management permit if applicable. 

2. The area of this proposal is contained in the Montville Lakes subdivision, as such, this 
will need to be reflected in the name of the subdivision used on the Final Plat.  To utilize 
the Villas of Blue Heron in the title the applicant should use the following title on the 
Final Plat “Villas of Blue Heron being a Replat of Montville Lakes Phase 5 Block GG-
1.”   

3. The Preliminary Plan meets the standards and requirements of the Subdivision 
Regulations and appears to conform to the Township Zoning Resolution per 
§404(C)(4)b.1. 

4. The Medina County Sanitary Engineer has determined the subdivision will be adequately 
serviced by central water and sanitary sewer subject to approval of detailed plans per 
§404(C)(4)b.2. 

5. The Medina County Highway Engineer has determined the Preliminary Plan for streets, 
stormwater management and natural drainage ways protection is acceptable subsequent to 
the approval of more detailed construction drawings per § 404(C)(4)b.3. 

 
Recommendation: DPS Staff recommends that the MCPC APPROVE WITH 
MODIFICATIONS the Preliminary Plan for the Villas at Blue Heron subject to the following:  
1. Satisfy all agency comments listed in the staff report above. 
2. Submit the required data/information as listed above. 
3. Satisfy all DPS comments listed in the staff report above.  

 
The applicant shall provide all requested documentation and corrections prior to Final Plat 
submission.
